Introduction to Mac Forensics is a 3-day training course designed to educate investigators on how to identify, acquire, examine and analyze data stored on Apple Macintosh computer systems and devices (e.g., iPOD, iPhone). The course will provide a general overview of the Mac operating system, file systems, and hardware, as well as provide a roadmap of crucial areas that may contain forensic evidence. Labs are provided after each section of the class to give students hands on experience with the proper procedures and tools. Students must participate in a two hour practical lab in order to successfully complete the course.

Computers, forensic software, and forensic hardware will be provided for the students to use during the class. Students can bring their own hardware if they choose. This class counts as 24 hours of law enforcement training that can be reported to the Indiana Law Enforcement Academy. Students must arrange their own lodging for this class. 

The current cost for the entire course is $500/student.
